1. What endorsement will I get when I finish? 
The program leads to a Virgina State Reading Specialist/Coach endorsement.

2. How many credit hours do I take? 
To obtain a Master’s Degree, you need 37 credit hours. If you already have a Master’s 
Degree and want the Reading Specialist Endorsement, you need 25 credit hours.

3. How long will it take me to complete the program?
For a Master’s Degree, you will start the program in fall 2011 and complete the 
program at the end of summer 2014.

4.  How often does each course meet?
The program follows a hybrid model. Most courses meet 3 Saturdays (all day). The 
remainder of the course is taught on line.

5. How much will the program cost?
Currently the tuition is very competitively priced @ $286.00 per credit hour.
